Amendment to Condition 13 to read as:

When carrying out work as part of this development herby permitted, in the event that
contamination is found it shall be reported in writing immediately to the local planning authority.
Each of the following subsections a) to c) shall then be subject to approval in writing by the local
planning authority.
a) An investigation and risk assessment shall be undertaken in accordance with a scheme to assess
the nature and extent of any contamination on the site, whether or not it originates on the site.
b) Where remediation is necessary a detailed remediation scheme to bring the site to a condition
suitable for the intended use by removing unacceptable risks to human health, buildings and other
property and the natural and  historical environment shall be prepared.
c) Following completion of measures identified in the approved remediation scheme, a verification
report that demonstrates the effectiveness of the remediation carried out shall be prepared and
which shall be subject to approval in writing by the local planning authority.
Reason: To ensure that risks from land contamination to the future users of the land and
neighbouring land are minimised, together with those to controlled waters, ecological systems,
property and residential amenity and to ensure that the development can be carried out safely
without unacceptable risks to workers, neighbours and other offsite receptors.
